Drawing: a picture made with a pencil, pen,
or crayon rather than paint

Hatching: lines crossed parallel to show
tone or shadow (see image).

Infill: fill a space

Line: a narrow continuous mark; the edge or

contour of a shape.

Outline: a line by which an object or figure is
or appears to be bordered.
Pattern: a decorative design, repeated or

related parts.

Realistic: shows true to life

Scale: relative or equal size.

Scribble: basic strokes of pencil (see image)
Shape: the form of an object defined by

outline.

Capital: a city or town where the central

government of the country is
